The following outlines the various levels and requirements of officiating in the sport of archery in the
Province of New Brunswick. .

Safety Officer : (SO)
Complete and submit the Safety Officer exam to Archery Canada .
Handbook and Exam can be found on the Archery Canada Website

Duties- Safety at club- AC insurance requirement

Local Judge: (LJ)
Successfully pass the Safety Officer Exam (80%)
Complete open book indoor target or 3D exams on
Archery Canada website
Submit to Prov. Judge Coordinator

Duties- Safety Officer for club
Information resource for club , equip, rules, safety
Judge for local social events
Social event = unregistered ANB or club event

Provincial Judge Candidate (PJC)
Requirements: Be a Local Judge
Pass both indoor target and 3D tests ( 80% )
Attend annual judge clinics
Work with mentor for min 2 year
( mentor — PJ or higher)
Judging Experience under mentor
2 indoor and 2 outdoor FITA’s
2 indoor and 2 outdoor 3D’s
at least one championship of FITA and 3D
Submit mentor reports

Duties : In addition to Local Judge duties @ clubs
Officiate at registered ANB & AC events with mentor
Report to Provincial Judge Coordinator for each event
worked with copy of Mentors report



Provincial Judge : (PJ)

Requirements: Be a Provincial Judge Candidate
Pass outdoor target supplement test ( 80% )
Attended annual judge clinics
Be mentored for at least 2 years
Worked under Mentor for required experience
Be recommended by mentor , club and
provincial judge coordinator

Duties : In addition to Local Judge duties @ clubs
Officiate at registered ANB & AC events
Mentor Provincial Judge Candidates
Reports to AC and ANB Provincial Judge
Coordinator for each event worked
Mentor Report to Judge Coordinator

Recommendation on judge candidates.

To maintain Provincial Judge Status a Judge must attend one clinic
and officiate one provincial competition every four years.

National Judge candidate :(NJC)

Requirements: Be full Provincial Judge — min 2 years
Re-do all exams - so,fita,3d,Olympic,
Team round & field
Respond to min of 10 case studies
Attend National Clinics ( 2- 3 years )
Be Mentored for at least 2 year
Work a minimum of 2 National events under
mentors for required experience in FITA and 3D
Be recommended by mentors , National Judge
Coordinator.

Additional Judging Levels after becoming National Judge
Continental Judge - America
International Judge Candidate - World Archery
International Judge - Canada only allotted 4 1J°s by WA
